The Student Tutor will track student grades to help increase students’ overall GPA and must be able to communicate well with adults as well as children.  The Student Tutor must be enrolled in a program of study through an accredited post-secondary institution where their GPA is at a minimum of a 2.0 or above and determined to be in good standing.  Worker must be willing to undergo training and/or be flexible in work hours.
Minimum Qualifications:

Good academic standing; including obtaining a GPA of at least or above 2.0 an institution of higher learning. Good communication skills and positive outlook in dealing with children and adults. Experience working as part of a team while being focused on contributing to quality programming. Must be able to work one-on-one with younger/older children and act as a role model while motivating learning.  Good organizational skills, maintain confidentiality at all times according to the Privacy Act, attends all other required trainings and assigned meetings, review and abide by the ABMI Personnel Policies, any/all other duties as assigned, and review educational history of students to evaluate academic performance and learning characteristics.
