SUMMARY OF POSITION: the Indian Child Welfare Act Coordinator will be responsible for providing support to families involved with the Child Protection System. This includes (but is not limited to): family preservation work, family reunification work, pre-adoptive work and family support work. This position provides representation for tribal children in the custody of the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) and to tribal members who are involved in child welfare issues, and ensures that children in the custody of DHHS maintain their connection and culture with the Tribe. The primary purpose of this position is to foster the well being of all Aroostook Band of Micmacs (ABM) tribal members and their families.

EDUCATION (OR EQUIVALENT EXPERIENCE): A minimum of a bachelor’s degree in social work, human services, or similar discipline.

LICENSES OR CERTIFICATIONS: Valid State of Maine driver’s license.

Knowledge of family dynamics, crisis intervention, parenting, and case management (including being able to maintain relevant reporting requirements and meet deadlines).
